The school has developed strong links with various institutions in the local community who provide our 
pupils with free provision or opportunities for enrichment activities or competitions.

We aim to provide an extra-curricular programme that all pupils can access. This means personalising and 
adapting our practice to target the needs of our pupils and valuing the diverse experiences that our pupils 
bring to school. It also includes providing specialised resources where appropriate. 
 
We encourage pupils to attend our extra-curricular activities and have a system to ensure all pupils have a 
fair and equal opportunity to participate.
